Detectives Conducting Investigation — Bank Robbery

April 20, 2011—Detectives with the Martin County Sheriff's Office
Criminal Investigations Division are conducting an investigation into
the report of a robbery reported at the Bank Atlantic, 1170 NE Jensen
Beach Blvd., Jensen Beach, Florida.

Deputies responded to the area at approximately 4:36 p.m. Witnesses
reported that the suspect entered the bank, handed the teller a note
stating he had a weapon and then fled the bank after receiving an
undisclosed amount of cash. No weapon was displayed. No injuries
reported.

Suspect is described as a W/M, 30-35 years of age, 5’8, approximately
160 Ibs., tan colored long-sleeved “hoodie” or jacket, tan colored
cargo-style shorts dark-colored baseball cap, unshaven, brown hair
(crew-cut style). Suspect fled on-foot. Detectives believe he may be
accompanied by a white female that was seen outside the bank before
the robbery. A late-model white Chevy Malibu was also seen in the
area shortly before the robbery occurred.

There is currently no video or photographs available. I do not
anticipate the release of photos/video this evening.
